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This Week on Planet 13…..

Reading Workshop: We are launching a new unit in reading this week; Mystery.  Students will discover what a mystery is and become familiar with vocabulary common in mysteries.  Students will also become familiar with the basic story elements of a mystery.  Students will end the week practicing a reading strategy of making predictions before reading to promote more active reading.

Writing Workshop:  This week, students will continue writing personal narratives while focusing on making their writing come to life.  We will do some activities to assist with more creative word choice and practice a strategy called, “show, don’t tell.”

Word Study:  This is our second week focusing on the long o patterns.  Students will have lots of practice with the different patterns as they travel through the word study centers each day.  We are delighted that so many students continue to make excellent progress on their spelling tests and in applying the rules to daily writing.  Please encourage your child to do his/her personal best on the Word Study packet.  

Math:  We will begin unit 5 this week.  Students will focus on identifying place value of numbers working their way through to ten thousand place and then to the millions place as the week progresses.  We will focus on reading, writing, and ordering numbers in large place values.  We will continue to play games to assist students in learning multiplication facts.  Practicing facts should be part of your at home routine as well.  The corrected unit 4 math test will come home later this week.
Social Studies:  We will continue our journey through the Northeast region of the United States with stops in Boston, Massachusetts and Hershey, Pennsylvania.  In Hershey, students will take a virtual tour of the famous Hershey Chocolate Factory!  We will also take a ride on the Erie Canal! 

Science:  This week we will begin a new unit in science; Measurement.  Through investigations, students will discover the need for a standard unit in accurately measuring length.  They will be introduced to the meter, centimeter, and kilometer.  Students will also practice estimating and measuring using the metric system.  We will end the week measuring different parts of the body and looking for similarities such as arm span and height.
