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This Week on Planet 13…..

Reading Workshop: Students will continue discovering the characteristics of a mystery throughout the next two weeks.  They will learn techniques to solving the mystery, such as keeping track of clues and creating suspect lists.  Students will be working in Detective Clubs to read and discuss a mystery chapter book and help one another solve the mystery. Students will be assigned daily reading.  If the assigned chapters are not completed during IDR time, you may see your child bring home his/her Detective Club mystery book to finish his or her reading.  

Writing Workshop:  This week we will continue focusing on adding more details and colorful language to the students’ writing pieces.  Students will practice selecting more precise verbs and descriptive nouns.  Students will also try to write with an original “voice,” like in the book I Stink.

Word Study:  We will learn the different patterns for spelling the long u sound.  Through mini-lessons students will be introduced to the long u sound and become familiar with word families.  Students will also be exposed to long u words through poetry.  They will get hands-on practice through Word Study Centers.  The word study packet is due Friday, and the first long u spelling test is also on Friday.

Math:  We will continue learning about place value in Unit 5.  This week we will focus on decimals and help students become comfortable with the tenths and hundredths place values.

Social Studies:  This week we will simulate an assembly line production at the Hershey Chocolate Factory and even make some delicious cookies.  Students will also make the last three stops in Philadelphia, Washington D.C., and New York City.  A study guide will come home on Wednesday, and the Northeast region test will be next Tuesday.

Science:  Students will continue practicing measuring and estimation using the metric system.  We will end the week doing investigations to become familiar with how to measure weight using the metric system.
