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This Week on Planet 13…..

Reading Workshop: This week we will continue working with Fiction.  Students will look at various books that have conflicts with character vs. self and character vs. nature.  Students will read books with partners and determine the type of conflict in the story.  We will also discuss the climax of a story and look at the significant parts of the plot as it develops.  Remember to continue reading “just right” books with your child at home.

Writing Workshop:  This week we are starting Unit 2: Raising the Quality of Narrative Writing.  Students will begin the week reading with a writer’s eye.  We will also discuss various ways to start a story and end the week helping the students realize that yesterday’s revisions could be today’s standard practice.

Word Study:  We will focus on the long i patterns this week.  Students will have lots of practice with the many patterns as they travel through the word study centers each day.  A word study packet will come home today and it is due on Friday.  The first long i spelling test will be this Friday.  The long vowels have so many patterns, and it is very easy for the students to get confused with which pattern they should use.  This makes it extremely important for you to make studying the spelling words a part of your daily routine at home.

Math:  Today students took the Unit 3 test on Measurement.  We will begin Unit 4 this week and begin to look at multiplication.  Students will first understand how to multiply through building arrays.  Students will also solve number stories that require multiplication.  We will end the week discovering how division and multiplication are related.

Social Studies:  We are still learning about the various groups of people that made significant contributions to our country.  This week we will focus on African-Americans and Asian-Americans, discussing what items or traditions they have contributed to our current culture.  A study guide will come tomorrow, and the test will be next Tuesday.

Science:  This week we will continue to investigate the properties of water.  We will take a look at how the surface area of a container affects evaporation.
