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This Week on Planet 13…..

Reading Workshop: This week we will continue working with Fiction.  Students will do activities to understand the problem and resolution in a story.  Students will review all of the story elements learned so far and use them to practice summarizing stories.  We will also touch on types of conflicts in a story and focus on character vs. character.

Writing Workshop:  Students will have an opportunity to publish a piece of writing by taking it to final draft.  We will also squeeze in some time to write some fun Halloween stories.

Word Study:  We hope you’ve all read the note that came home on Friday and are aware of the changes we’ve made to our word study schedule.  This week we will continue to focus on long e patterns.  Today, students did receive a new list of words to study, including 5 new high frequency words.  Not to confuse you more, but we will have our spelling test on Thursday (this week only) since there is no school on Friday.  The Word Study packet is also due on Thursday this week.

Math:  This week we will focus on finding area of shapes.  Be sure to remind your child of the difference between perimeter and area as they do the Home Link this evening.  These two concepts are easily confused.  We will learn to find area by counting the squares on the inside of the shape and then by multiplying the length by the width for a rectangle.  We will also dabble a little with circumference and diameter.

Social Studies:  Students will begin a new unit in social studies this week called “The Peopling of the United States.”  In this unit students will learn about the first five groups of people who immigrated to the United States including Native Americans, Latino Americans, European Americans, African Americans, and Asian Americans.  Students will learn the stories of how and why each group of Americans made their way to our country.
