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This Week on Planet 13…..

Reading Workshop: In reading workshop this week, students will learn specific strategies to use when reading a chapter book.  Students will also discuss book awards and create categories to honor books in our classroom library.

Writing Workshop:  This week students will exchange narrative stories to practice responding to a peer’s writing and offer ways to improve the piece.  Students will also use a timeline as a tool to brainstorm ideas for a narrative story.  Students will practice writing to a prompt in preparation for the MEAP test.

Word Study:  In word study this week, we are practicing short vowel words that end with a consonant blend.  These are called final blends.  Students will work in centers doing activities to help them apply the final blends to various words.  At home, you can help your child by encouraging him/her to do the Word Study packet a little at a time, not all at once.  The goal is that the packet will be done throughout the week as a way to encourage continued practice with the words for the spelling test on Thursday.
Math:  Students will continue to learn and apply strategies for adding and subtracting 2-3 digit numbers.  We will also review the content of Unit 2 together in preparation for the test next Monday.  Students will bring home a review sheet on Friday that should be returned on Monday, Oct. 13.

Science:  The excitement of learning the properties of water continue.  This week we will do investigations to help the students understand that water expands when it freezes.  We will read stories to assist with the students’ understanding of density.  At home you can do activities that help support the concepts that objects denser than water sink and objects less dense float.

Social Studies:  Students will have a geography test on Tuesday.  The test will cover content from the book that was graded and sent home called, “Where in the World is Troy?”  A study guide was also sent home last Monday.  It included a practice labeling sheet that students can complete at home to help them prepare for the test.
