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This Week on Planet 13…..
Reading Workshop: In reading workshop this week, students will be taught how to pick “Just Right” books from the classroom library.  They will also learn how the classroom library is organized by genre and topic so that they can swap the books they have already read with new books.  At the end of the week, students will be introduced to three genres of text: realistic fiction, mystery, and fantasy.

Writing Workshop:  After students decorate their Writer’s Notebooks on Monday morning, we will officially launch Writing Workshop.  We will begin with a unit that focuses on personal narratives.  Students will learn strategies for coming up with ideas for stories that focus on small moments in their own lives.

Word Study:  Students will not have an official spelling list until next week.  However, we will spend time reviewing short vowels this week as students spend time in Word Study Centers.  While working with small groups of classmates at these centers, students will play games and complete activities that will help them read and write words with short vowels.
Math:  Concepts this week in math will include becoming familiar with math tools (clocks, rulers, geometry templates, etc.), analyzing and displaying data, determining equivalent names for numbers, finding differences, and practicing calculator routines.

Science:  This week students will begin learning about WATER, our first unit in science.  Students will observe and explore the properties and characteristics of water.

Social Studies:  We will begin the year with a geography review.  Students will complete a unit called “Where in the World is Troy?”  The unit will begin with students being introduced to the 7 continents of the world.
