Reading Workshop: We will begin a new unit of study in Reading Workshop this week.  Students will explore the store elements of fiction texts.  They will receive an overview and then dive further into setting, character, and important events this week.

Writing Workshop:  This week students will continue working on ways to improve their personal narrative pieces.  Students will continue working on editing their own pieces to get them ready for publishing.  Students will also evaluate their stories using a checklist to determine if they are ready for publishing. 

Word Study:  After last week’s long a spelling test, we have decided that the students were benefit from spending 2 weeks on each of the long vowels and their spelling patterns.  We will spend this week and next week on long e.  This will allow students more time in class and at home to master the various patterns of each long vowel sound.  Please be sure to check over your child’s word study packet to be sure he/she has spelled words correctly.  If they practice them incorrectly at home, they will most likely spell the word incorrectly on tests and in their own writing.
Math:  This week we will continue to work on measuring.   Students will become more familiar with U.S. customary lengths and measure to the nearest inch and centimeter.  They will work on finding perimeter and area as well as spend a day collecting and interpreting data.  Please encourage your child to read ALL directions on the Home Links.  Many students have been leaving out portions of the directions and not completely the activities correctly.

Science:  Students will participate in a multi-day investigation by watching the effect of location/air temperature on the rate of evaporation.

Social Studies:  Speeches for student council were given today.  Thank you for all of the help you gave your child on the posters and speeches.  They did a great job!  We will hold an election in class for a male and female representative.
